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And whereas it is expedient to make provision for granting a 
pension to the said James Alexander Swettenhani, Esquire, in 
respect of his service in Cyprus in manner hereinafter mentioned : 

Be it therefore enacted : — 

1. The said James Alexander Swettenham shall be entitled on 
retirement to a pension under this Law in respect of his Cyprus 
service, notwithstanding he may have served for a less period than 
ten years in Cyprus, provided : — 

(a.) That his retirement from Her Majesty's service is due to 
age, infirmity, or the abolition of the office held by him; 

(h.) That the maximum additional pension grantable to such 
officer in respect of past services under Section 6 of the 
Pensions Ordinance, 1882, shall be granted only in case the 
said J. A. Swettenham has completed ten years' service in 
Cyprus, and that for all shorter periods of service in Cyprus, 
the amount granted under the said clause shall not exceed 
one-tenth of the maximum amount so grantable in respect 
of each year's service in Cyprus; 

(r.) That the whole pension of the said J . A. Swettenham from 
all sources shall not exceed two-thirds of his highest pension­
able emoluments. 

2. This Law may be cited as the Special Pension Law, 1885.

of such computation, to the number of years' service for which such

1. This Law may be cited as the Pensions Law, 1905. Short title. 

2. The Laws specified in the F i r s t Schedule are hereby r epea l ed : Repeal. 
Provided t ha t no th ing in th is Law shal l e i ther d iminish the r igh ts 
acquired by any persons under the repealed Laws or affect the 
pensions g ran ted to any persons who have re t i red from the publ ic 
service before the coming into operat ion of th is Law. Otlierwise 
the provisions of th is Law shall apply to all publ ic officers now or 
hereaf ter serving in Cyprus , and to those who h a v i n g so served have 
been t ransferred to publ ic service elsewhere. 

3 . There shal l be charged on and paid out of the revenue of pensions to 
Cyprus all such sums of money as may , with the sanction of the b c charged 
Secretary of S ta te for the Colonies, from t ime to t ime be gran ted 0f Cyprus, 
by way of pension, g r a tu i t y , or other al lowance, in accordance 
with th is Law and with any regula t ions made thereunder , to persons 
who have been in the service of Cyprus . 

4. F rom and after the coming into operat ion of this Law the Regulations 
Regula t ions contained in the Second Schedule for the g r a n t i n g of g°"0'n™° 
pensions, g ra tu i t i e s , and other allowances to persons who have been Schedule, 
in the service of Cyprus shall be in force.
