1. (1.) W h e r e i t appears to the H i g h Commissioner tha t due 
facilities are or will be given by the Government of any foreign coun­
t ry for recovering and apprehend ing seamen who desert from Bri t i sh 
merchant ships in t h a t country , the H i g h Commissioner may by 
notification, s t a t ing tha t such facilities are or will be given, declare 
tha t th is Law shall apply in the case of tha t country, subject to any 
l imi ta t ions , condit ions, and qualifications contained in the 
notification. 

(2.) The H i g h Commissioner may at any t ime by notification 
declare t ha t any notification theretofore made wi th respect to the 
appl icat ion to a foreign country of this Law shal l , as and from a date 
specified, cease to have effect; and this Law shall as and from the 
said date cease to apply in the case of the country named in tha t 
notification. 

2. W h e r e th is Law applies in the case of any foreign country, and 
a seaman or apprent ice , not be ing a slave, deserts when wi thin 
Cyprus from a merchan t ship belonging to a subject or citizen of tha t 
country, any Court , Magis t ra te , or Officer t ha t would have had 
cognizance of the ma t t e r if the seaman or apprent ice had deserted 
from a Br i t i sh ship shal l , on the appl icat ion of a Consular Officer 
of the foreign count ry , aid in apprehend ing the deserter, and for that 
purpose may , on information given on oath, issue a war ran t for his 
apprehension, and , on proof of the desertion, order h im to be con­
veyed on board his ship or delivered to the master or mate of his ship 
or to the owner of the ship or his agent , to be so conveyed; and any 
such w a r r a n t or order m a y be executed accordingly. 

3 . Any person who harbours or secretes am^ deserter l iable to be Penalty for 
apprehended under th is Law, knowing or hav ing reason to believe j]'™'',""'̂ 1'" 
t ha t he has deserted, shall be l iable to a fine not exceeding five 
pounds.
