A n y unlicensed boat or vessel which may be found wi th in the 
waters of Cyprus wi th freshly taken sponge on board shall be deemed 
to have commit ted an offence agains t th is Law unless and unt i l it 
is proved t h a t t he sponge was not in fact taken in contravent ion of 
th is Law. 

15. If any boat or vessel wi th in the terr i tor ia l waters of the Is land D u t y ,,f 

shall not b r ing to when required to do so by any boat or vessel in J * ^ ' " 
charge or command of an Officer of H e r Majesty 's N a v y or of an 
Officer of Customs, the mas ter of such first-named boat or vessel shall 
on conviction, pay a fine of ten pounds; and on such boat or vessel 
be ing chased by any boat or vessel in such charge or command as 
aforesaid, i t shall be lawful for the officer in charge or command 
(having first caused a gun to be fired as a signal) to fire at or into the 
boat or vessels so chased as aforesaid; and any officer or other person 
ac t ing on his order or by his direction shall be and is hereby in­
demnified and discharged from any prosecution, pena l ty , action, or 
proceeding.

1. This Law may be cited as the F i sh Preservat ion Law, 1D09. Short title. 
2. I n this Law : — 

" F i sh " means all kinds of fish and includes eels.

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Penalty. 4. Any person ac t ing in cont ravent ion of the provisions of this Law 
shall be gu i l ty of an offence unde r th is Law and shall be l iable upon 
summary conviction before a Court of Magis te r ia l ju r i sd ic t ion to a 
fine not exceeding one pound or in defaul t of paymen t thereof to a 
period of impr i sonment not exceeding one week.

To P R O V I D E FOE T H E R E G U L A T I O N OF O Y S T E R F I S H E R I E S .

1. This Law m a y be cited as the Oyster F isher ies Law, 1922. 

2. I n th is Law : — 
" Oysters " inc lude the brood, ware , half -ware , spat , and spawn 
of oysters . 

3. An order for the es tabl i shment or improvement , and for the 
ma in tenance and regu la t ion , of an oyster fishery on the shore and 
bed of the sea, above or below, or pa r t ly above and pa r t ly below, low-
water mark (which shore and bed are in th is Law referred to as the 
sea-shore), may be made by the H i g h Commissioner in Council 
under this Law, on an appl icat ion by a memor ia l in t h a t behalf pre­
sented to the Commissioner by any persons desirous of ob ta in ing such 
an order (which persons are in th is Law referred to as the promoters) , 

4 . I f on considerat ion of the memor ia l the H i g h Commissioner in 
Council t h inks fit to proceed in the case, the promoters shal l cause 
copies of the draf t of the order as proposed by t h e m (with such modi­
fications, if any , as the H i g h Commissioner in Council requires) to be 
publ ished and ci rculated in such m a n n e r as the H i g h Commissioner 
in Council th inks sufficient and proper for g iv ing informat ion to all 
par t ies interested, and shal l give notice of the appl ica t ion, in such 
manne r as the H i g h Commissioner in Council directs or approves, to 
the owners or reputed owners, lessees or reputed lessees, and occupiers 
(if any) of the port ion of the sea-shore to which the proposed order 
re la tes , and of t h e lands ad jo in ing there to . 

5. D u r i n g one mon th after the first publ ica t ion of the draf t order 
the Commissioner shal l receive any objections or representa t ions 
made to h im in wr i t ing respect ing the proposed order. 

6. The Commissioner shall as soon as convenient ly m a y be after 
the expi ra t ion of the said mon th proceed to make an inqu i ry con­
cern ing the subject ma t t e r of the proposed order, and for t h a t purpose
