WH E R E A S by the Trea ty of Peace (Bulgar ia ) Order , 1920, H i s 
Majesty in Council made provision for giv ing effect to 

cer ta in sections of the Trea ty of Peace signed on behalf of His 
Majesty at Neuil ly­sur­Seine on the twenty­seventh day of 
November , 1919, as set for th in the Schedule to t he said Order. 

And whereas t he said Order was appl ied to the whole of H i s 
Majes ty ' s Dominions , save as there in stated, subject in i ts appl i ­

cat ion to t he par ts of H i s Majes ty ' s Dominions outside t he Uni ted 
K i n g d o m to such modifications as m i g h t be made by the legis la tures 
of those par ts for a dap t i ng to the circumstances thereof t he pro­

visions of t he said Order.

3 . The Peace Order (Bulgar ia) in i ts appl ica t ion to Cyprus shal l Application 
be subject to t he modifications contained in th is Law.

4. The H i g h Commissioner may appoin t an Admin i s t r a to r in Administia­

Cyprus (hereinafter referred to as the Cyprus Admin i s t r a to r ) , and t o r· 
the Cyprus Admin i s t r a to r shall be assisted by such officers and, 
servants as t he H i g h Commissioner may determine , and the re shall 
be paid to t he Cyprus Admin i s t r a to r and to such officers and 
servants such salaries or other r emunera t ion as the H i g h Commis­

sioner may de te rmine . The Cyprus Admin i s t r a to r shal l have in 
Cyprus t he same powers as are conferred on t h e Admin i s t r a to r 
under t he Peace Order (Bu lga r i a ) .

6. The Peace Order (Bulgaria), Clause 1 (2) (c), shall be.read 
as if the phrase " in accordance with the Public Custodian of 
Enemy Property Proclamation, No. 2, 1916," were therein 
substituted for the phrase " in accordance with the Trading with 
the Enemy Acts, 1914 to 1918." 

7. The Peace Order (Bulgaria), Clause 1 (2), shall be read as 
if after paragraph (/) the following paragraph (ff) were inserted 
therein: — 

(ff.) The District Court or a Judge thereof may by order vest 
in the Cyprus Administrator any property, rights and interests 
subject to the charge, or the right to transfer the same, and 
for that purpose Clause 5 of the Public Custodian of Enemy 
Property Proclamation, No. 2, 1916, shall apply as if such 
property, rights and interests were property belonging to an 
enemy. 

8. The Peace Order (Bulgaria), Clause 1 (2) (h.), shall be 
amended by the addition to the definition of the words " the 
Court " of the words " or in Cyprus the District Court." 

9. Where by the Peace Order (Bulgaria) a person is declared 
punishable on summary conviction, the Peace Order (Bulgaria) 
shall be read as if the word " summary " were deleted before the 
word " conviction." 

10. The High Commissioner in Council may make Rules pro­
viding for the retention of such sums as he may consider necessary 
to cover risks, expenses and commissions in manner specified in 
Clause 1 (8) of the Peace Order (Bulgaria), and generally for 
the application of the Peace Order (Bulgaria) in Cyprus.
