B E it enacted :— · 
1. This Law may be cited as the Secondary Education short title. 

(Moslem) Amendment Law, 1927, and shall be read as 
one with the Secondary Education (Moslem) Law, 1920, 
(hereinafter referred to as the Principal Law), and the 
Principal Law and this Law may together be cited as 
the Secondary Education (Moslem) Laws, 1920 and 1927. 

2. The Principal Law, section 5, is hereby repealed Repeal ot

5. The Governing Body shall be composed of the ooveming 
Mufti of Cyprus, the Delegates of Evcaf, the Elected Body· 
Moslem Members of the Legislative Council, three 
persons belonging to the Moslem Community to be 
selected every two years by such elected Moslem 
Members, and one other person to be appointed by the 
Governor and to hold office during his pleasure. 

The Governing Body shall elect any Member to be 
its Chairman, and such Chairman shall be elected every 
two years and he may appoint a representative to act 
for him as Chairman at any meeting. 

The first meeting of the Governing Body shall be 
convened by the Governor, for the purpose of electing 
a Chairman, and every two years the Governor shall 
convene a meeting of the said Governing Body for the 
same purpose.
