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B E it enacted :— 

[29th January, 1935. 

1. This Law may be cited as the Wills and Succession 
(Amendment) Law, 1935, and shall be read as one with 
the Wills and Succession Law, 1895, (hereinafter called 
" the Principal Law ") , and the Principal Law and this 
Law may together be cited as the Wills and Succession 
Laws, 1895 and 1935. 

2. The Principal Law is hereby amended by the insertion 
immediately after section 19 of the following section:— 

19A.—(1) Notwithstanding anything in this 
Law contained a person who was born or 
whose father was born in the United Kingdom 
or any of the self-governing Dominions may, 
whether domiciled in Cyprus or not, dispose of 
the whole of his property by will. 

(2) For the purposes of this section 
property means movable property and 
immovable property of every description or 
category except Vakf property held as Idjaretein 
unless there are heirs upon whom such last 
mentioned property would devolve."

This Law came into operation on 1st February, 1935.
