Bx it enacted :(—

1. This Law may be cited as the Cyprus Pensions Order
in Council, 1929, (Amendment) Law, 1936, and shall be
read as one with the Cyprus Pensions Orders in Council,
1929 and 1931, (hereinatter called ¢ the Order ), and the
Order and this Law may together be cited as the Cyprus
Pensions Orders and Law, 1929 to 1936.
