B E i t enacted 
1. This Law may\be cited as the Troodos Public Heal th Short title. 

(Amendment) Law, \L936, and shall be read as one with 
the Troodos Public Health Laws, 1920 and 1930, (herein­ 22 of 1920 
after called " t h e Principal L a w " ) , and the Principal 3 7 0 * 1 9 3 0 · 
Law and this Law m a ^ together be cited as the Troodos 
Public Health Laws, 192^ to 1936. 

2. Section 7 of the Principal Law is hereby amended ^ ^ ^ 
by the addition at the end thereof of the following proviso:— °f L^W°22 

" Provided t h a t the Board may, with the consent of of 1 9 2 a 

the Governor, borrow temporarily from any bank at 
which any unexpended balance of the Troodos Public 
Health Eund is lodged or deposited, any sum not exceeding 
one hundred pounds." \ 
3. Section 11 of the Principal· Law is hereby repealed ^ P ^ · * 

and the following section substi tuted therefor:— ofLaw 22

made thereunder shall be guilty of an offence. seotion· 
P e n a l t y : imprisonment for one month or 

a fine of five pounds or both. 
(2) I n addition to any penalty which may ' , ;L 

be imposed for the contravention of any 
regulation relating to the construction or 
erection of any tent , hut , house or other 
building, any t en t , hut , house or other . . ,H 
building erected, constructed, reconstructed, 
added to or altered in contravention of any 
regulation made under this Law or of the terms 
of any permit issued by the Board shall be 
ordered by the Court trying the Offence to be 
pulled down or demolished at the expense of the 
owner or occupier of such tent , hut , house or 
other building unless a permit in writing from 
the Board is obtained in respect thereof in the 
meantime: 
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Provided t ha t the Board may, in granting 
such permiVinipose s u ° h terms and conditions 
as to the Board"may seem fit." 

(3) All fines shail^ be paid to the Troodos 
Public Health Fund.

A L A W FURTHER TO AMEND THE CRIMINAL CODE. 

H. R. PALMER, ] [21βί April, 1936. 
Governor. 

B E it enacted :— 
1. This Law may be cited as the Cyprus Criminal Code 

(Amendment) Law, 1936, and shall be read as one with 
the Cyprus Criminal Code, 1928 to (No. 2) 1933, (herein­
after called " t h e Criminal Code") and the Criminal Code 
and this Law may together be cited as the Cyprus 
Criminal Code, 1928 to 1936. 

2. Section 197 of the Criminal Code is hereby amended 
by the insertion immediately after the word " prov ing" 
(line 2) of the words " whether expressly or by 
implication ". 

3. Section 198 of the Criminal Code is hereby repealed. 

This Law came into operation on 2\st April, 1936.
