E it enacted by His Excellency the Governor and
) Commander-in-Chief of the Colony of Cyprus as
follows :—

1. This Law may be cited as the Criminal Code (Amend-
ment) Law, 1953, and shall be read as one with the Criminal
Code Law (hereinafter referred to as “ the principal Law ).

2. For the definition of “ dagger ” in section 83 of the
principal Law the following shall be substituted :—

““ dagger’ includes any sword of any kind, any instru-
ment commonly known as ‘ sword stick ’ or ‘ sword cane’
irrespective of whether its pointed blade is cutting or not,
and any knife or other instrument having a blade ending
in a sharp point and which in the opinion of the Court
is not primarily designed for use in a profession, craft or
business exermsed or carried on by the accused or for
domestic use ;
