Preambie. ' WHEREAS itis necessary to make provision for such expenses of the Government of the
Republic for Development projects for the year ending the 31st day of December, 1997 as are not
_already lawfully provided for or shall not hereafter be provided for by any Law.

- Be it enacted by the House of Representatives as follows :—
" Short tite. ’ 1. Tpis Law may be cited as the Appropriation (Development Fund) Law, 1997.

EMOLUMENTS OF STATE OFFICERS

Provided that the double-dagger which implies the abolition of a post is not affected by the extension of
the services of the holder of the post, on condition that this extension is given on or after the commencement of the
financial year for which the budget has been approved.

4. The number of posts shown in the two columns headed "Posts” indicates the approved establishment- the
holders of posts within the permanent establishment may be either established or unestablished officers.

8. The estimated provision under Subdivision 103 "Increase of Salaries” of Subhead 100 "Emoluments’ of
State Officers™ is earmarked to meet the expenditure for increases in the Salary Scales and Fixed Salaries by
virtue of the provisions of legistation set forth in Appendix "Salary Scales” of this Law.

9. The basic salaries of the Casual Staff employed against vacant organic posts for which provision is made
under Subdivision 102 "Basic Salaries” of Subhead 100 "Emoluments of State Officers” are charged to Subdivision
105 "Casual Assistance” of the same Subhead.

10. The estimated provision under Subdivision 106 "Extra Assistance" of Subhead 100 "Emoluments of State
Officers.;l is e::jrmarked to meet the basic salaries of the casual staff which is employed for a fixed period and/or for
seasonal needs.

For the employment of casual assistants for fifteen working days every competent Ministry must submit a
Note to the Council of Ministers on the date of the employment stating the reasons for such action and, if this is
considered necessary, request approval for extending the employment for another fifteen working days.

11. An unestablished officer on a lower scale than that shown against a permanent post will not proceed
beyond the maximum of the lower scale until he has been established.

12. Irrespective of the availability of funds under the various votes of these estimates and subject to the
provisions of any Law and/or Public Instrument, for the employment of State Officers after normal office hours the
prior authority of the respective Permanent Secretary or Head, of Independent Office or Semoe is required in
accordance wnth criteria and prerequisites determined by the Minister of Finance.

13. When a fee or allowance, which was in force under existing legislation or regulations on the date of
commencement of the financial year to which the Tables of Expendlture refer, becomes payable to an officer
whose basic salary is already provided for under Subhead 100 "Emoluments of State Officers® of any Head of
Expenditure, such fee or allowance can be paid as a charge to this Subhead and met from its ovérall provision on

16. Government motor vehicles can only be used for the requirements of the Service during working hours.
Permission of the Council of Ministers is required for their use in other exceptional cases.

17 Hospitality Allowance is graméd to Directors of Departmants/Services or other Officers holding
managerial posts as the Minister of Finance may determine in accordance with criteria and prerequisites
determined by him. The level of the Allowance will be determined by the Minister of Finance but.in no case it will

exceed the sum of £720p.a.

18. Special Commuted Travelling Allowance is granted to Directors of Departments/Services or other Officers
holding managerial posts as the Minister of Finance may determine in accordance with criteria and prerequisites
determined by him. The leve! of the Allowance will be determined by the Minister of Finance but in no case it will
exceed the sum of £25 p.m.

19. The level of employment of hourly-paid government employees in every Ministry/Department or Service
will not be increased vis-a-vis 1996 except with the approval of the Minister of Finance, given after consultation with
the competent Minister. Where possible it will be decreased. The Officers in control of Expenditure votes are
required to keep record, on a continuous bas»s for the number employed.

20. Notwithstanding the provisions of Note 19 above, the increase of the level of employment of hourly - paid
government employees is allowed for seasonal or casual needs for a pre - determined period, not exceeding six
months, with the prior approval of the respective Permanent Secretary or Head of Independent Office or Service in
accordance with criteria and prerequisites prescribed by the Minister of Finance. Any increase of the level of
employment of hourly - paid government employees for a period exceeding six months can only be allowed subject
to the provisions of Note 19 above.

21. Competent Officer for the recruitment, transfer and other terms and conditions of employment of the
interchangeable hourly-paid staff, which is remunerated from funds under Subdivisions 226-229 .of Subhead 225
“Interchangeable Hourly-paid Staff", is the Permanent Secretary, Ministry of Finance, irrespective of who is the

Controliing Officer of this Subhead:

Provided that in the case of replacement of the interchangeable houry-paid staff of a Ministry/Department/
Service with an officer holding a permanent post, such replacement may entail the creation of Subhead 225
"Interchangeable 'Houry-paid Staff" in another Ministry/Department/Service and the transfer of the unspent funds
to its Subdivisions, notwithstanding the provision of Section 4 of this Law. :

22. Any recruitment and employment of hourly-paid staff in contravention of the provisions of any legislative
or administrative act or decision, is deemed as not legally made and the controlling officers of the votes from which
the wages of the hourly-paid staff thus recruited and employed are paid, are held personally liable for any

expenditure incurred or to be incurred.

23. Every Ministry shall forward to the Ministry of Finance at the end of each calendar quarter, a statement
relating to any supernumerary hourly-paid staff which it employs, giving details as to the occupation, wages,
qualifications, date and place of employment and any other personal particulars of the supernumerary staff.

24. Every Ministry intending to proceed with the recruitment of hourly-paid staff including replaéements due to
retirements or otherwise shall notify to the Ministry of Finance, at least 30 days prior to the date of employment; the
occupation, wages qualifications and the time of commencement of employment of the staff that is expected to be

25. After the elapse of the period of 30 days the interested Ministry for the recruitment of hourly-paid staff
shall be free to proceed to such recruitment in the cases where it is notified by the Minister of Finance that the
. relative need will be covered with the recruitment or transfer from supernumerary staff from other Ministry.

Provided that in cases where the filling of any vacant post is considered necessary to be effected during a
period of time less than 30 days, this can be done after obtaining the approval of the Ministry of Finance.

26. The employment or transfer of the above mentioned staff shall be made in order of priority, provided that
such staff will have the capabilities to perform the duties of the vacant posts. The Ministry of Finance, in
consultation with the interested Ministries, shall have the right to bring back, the houry paid staff that was
absorbed in other posts, to their previous occupations or further transfer to other occupations with the same hourly
scale as that of their previous occupation, where it is considered expedient due to the exigencies of the service.

27. The implementation of the arrangements of Notes 23, 24, 25 and 26 above shall be carried out by the
Public Administration and Personnel Service, with which the relative correspondence shall be exchanged.

0] Number 1 (one) denotes that the amounts of Heads against which it is preceded are direct charges
on the Consolidated Fund (in the case of expenditure) and revenues (in the case of revenue) which
are credited to the Consolidated Fund.

W Number 2 (two) denotes that the amounts of Heads against which it is preceded are Ordinary
Budget expenditure.

(w) Number 3 (three) denotes that the amounts of Heads against which it is preoeded are Development
Budget expenditure.

(wv) Number 4 (four) denotes that the amounts of Heads against which it is preceded are revenues and
expenditure of the Relief Fund for Displaced and Affected Persons, Budget.
