POLICE COOPERATION
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PREAMBLE

The Government of the Republic of Cyprus and the Government of the Republic of

South Africa (hereinafter jointly referred to as the "Parties” and separately as a "Party”’);

WISHING to consolidate and develop the cordial relations between the Republic of
Cyprus and the Republic of South Africa;

WISHING FURTHER to promote peace, stability, security and prosperity in their

respective countries;

RECOGNIZING the importance of the prometion and development of coop-e'raiion i the

fisld of combating crime;

- TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the objectives and principles of international agre.emeni‘s to
which they are parties, as well as resolutions of the United Nations and its specialized

agencies on combating crime;

HEREBY AGREE as follows:

Ariicle 1
COMPETENT AUTHORITIES AND OBLIGA TI{}N T0 COOPE’R’ATE'

{1 The Competent Authorities responsible for the implementation of this Agréement

shall be:

(2)  This Agreement does not apply to extradition and mutual legal assgstance in

criminal matfers.

Article 3

MANNER OF COOPERATION

In order to give effect to the provisions of Article 2, the Competent Authorities shail

cooperate in the following manner.

{a)

The exchange of information on working experience in respect of police
and criminal sciences, including personnel training courses as well as

victim support programmes;
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(b}  the exchange of information of interest relating to crimes which are being
planned or have been committed and to persons and organizations

involved in these crimes;

(¢} the exchange of information, including operational and forensic

information about narcotic and psychotropic substances:
(dy  the exchahge of Iegislatioh;

(e} the exchange of scientific and technical literature and data on the

functions of the Competent Authorities;

B the execution of requests as centemplated in Article 5.

Article 4
DEVELOPMENT OF COOPERATION

With due regard to the provisions of Article 2, this Agreement does not preclude the
Competent Authorities from determining and developing other areas and forms of

cooperation.

Article 5
REQUESTS FOR ASSISTANCE

{1} Cooperation within the framework of this Agreement shall iake place on the basis
of requests for assistance from the interested Competent Authority or on the
initiative of the Competent Authority which deems such assistance to be of

interest to the other Competent Authority.

{2} Requests for assistance shall be made in wriling. In cases of emergency,
requesis may be made orally, but shall be confirmed in writing within seven (7)

days.

(3) Should there be any doubt about the authenticily or the content of the request,
further confirmation may be requested.
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Requests for assistance shall contain:

(@) the name of the agency of the Competent Authority which applies for

assistance and the name of the agency of the Competent Authority to

which application has been made for assistance;

{(b) details of the case:
{c) the purpose of and grounds for the request;
{d)  adescription of the assistance requested; and

(e)  any other iniormation which may assist in the effective execution of the

request.

Requests for assistance shall be signed by the head of the Competent Authority

or its delegate.

Article 6

REFUSAL OF ASSISTANCE

Assistance within this Agreement may be refused wholly or partially if the
requested Ceompetent Authority deems the execution of the reguest to be
detrimental to the sovereignty, security, public order or other essential interests
of its State, or deems it to be in conflict with its domestic law or international

obligations.

Assistance may also be refused if execution of the request imposes an excessive

burden on the resources of the requested Competent Authority.

If possible, the requested Competent Authority shall, before taking a decision to
refuse the assistance requested in accordance with sub- Article (1), consult with
the requesting Competent Authority inn order to establish whether the assistance

may be granted on the conditions which the requested Competent Authority may
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Article 7

EXECUTION OF REQUESTS

The requested Competent Authority shall take all measures to ensure the prompt

and full execution of requests.

The requesting Competent Authority shall be notified immediaiely of any
circumstances hampering the execution of the request or causing considerable

delay in ifs execution.

It the execution of the requast does not fall within the jurisdiction of the requested
Competent Authority, it shall immediately notify the requesting Competent
Authority accérdingly.

The requested Competent Authority may request such further information as it

deems necessary to duly execute the request.

If the requested Competent Authority considers that the immediate execution of
the request may hamper crimipal prosecution, other .proceedings or
investigations being carried out in its State, it may suspend the executioh of the
request or allow the execution under conditions which were set as necessary
after consultations with the requesting Competent Authority. If the requesting
Competent Authority agrees to receive assistance under the suggesied

conditions. it shall comply with these conditions.

On receipt of the application made by the requesting Competent Authority, the
requested Competent Authority shall take all necessary measures to ensure the
confidentiality of the fact that the request was made, its contents and annexed
documents. as well as the fact of providing assistance. If it is not possible to
axecute the request without preserving its confideﬂtia!ity,' the requested
Competent  Authority shall inform the requesting Competent Authority
accordingly, ater which the latter may decide as to whether it will be acteptable

io execute the request under such conditions.

The requested Competent Authority shall, at its earliest convenience, inform the

requesting Competent Authority about the results of the execution of the request.
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LIMITATIONS RELATING TO THE USE OF
INFORMATION, DOCUMENTS AND PERSONAL DATA

Each Competent Authority shall ensure tha confidentiality of informaiion, -
documents and personal data received. from the other Competent Authority, if
they are restricted or the latter Competent Authority disapproves of its disclosure.
The degrese of such a restriction shall be determined by the providing Competent

Authority. _

information. documents and personal data received in accordance with this
Agreement are not to be used without the consent of the providing Competent
Authority for purposes other than those for which they were requested and

provided.
Information, documents and personat data received from a Competent Authority

in accordance with this Agreement shall not be disclosed to a third party, except

with the prior written consent of the providing authority,
Article 8

EXPENSES

Ordinary expenses incurred in processing a request in terms of this Agreement shall be

borne by the requested Party, unless otherwise agreed upon by the Parties. Should the

request involve high or extraordinary expenses, the Parties shall consult each other in

order to establish the terms and conditions under which the request shall be processed,

and the way in which the expenses shall be borne.

Article 10

LANGUAGE

The Competent Authorities, in the course of their cooperation in accordance with this

Agreement, shall use English as the medium of communication.
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Article 11
MEETINGS AND CONSULTATIONS

In order to facilitate the execution of this Agreement, representatives of the Competent
Authorities shall, when necessary, have bilateral meelings and consultations with a view

to discussing and improving cooperation.

Article 12
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any dispute arising from the interpretation or implementation of this Agreement shall be
setiled amicably in a spirit of mutual understanding through consultation or negotiation

batween the Parties,

Article 13
RELATION TO OTHER INTERNATIONAL TREATIES

The provisions of this Agreement shall not affect the rights and obligations arising out of

othar international treaties to which the Partias are sighatories.
Article 14

ENTRY INTO FORCE,
TERMINATION AND AMENDIMENT

(1) This Agreement shall enter into force on the date on which the Parties have.
notified each other in writing through the diplomatic channel of their compliance
with their constitutional and other internal legal requirements. The date of entry

into force shall be the date of the {ast nofificalion.

(2)  This Agreement shali remain in force until terminated by either Party giving six
months written notification in advance to the gther Party through the di;:iio_matic

channel.
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{3) This Agreement may be amended by mutual consent of the Parfies through 2n

txchange of Notes between the Parties through the diplomatic channel.
