b) Not use fire-fighting foam that contains or may contain PFOA, its salts and
PFOA-related compounds for training;

c) Not use fire-fighting foam that contains or may contain PFOA, its salts and
PFOA-related compounds for testing unless all releases are contained,;

d) By the end of 2022, if it has the capacity to do so, but no later than 2025, restrict
uses of fire-fighting foam that contains or may contain PFOA, its salts and PFOA-related
compounds to sites where all releases can be contained,;

e) Make determined efforts designed to lead to the environmentally sound
management of fire-fighting foam stockpiles and wastes that contain or may contain
PFOA, its salts and PFOA-related compounds, in accordance with paragraph 1 of Article
6, as soon as possible;

3. With regard to the specific exemption for the use of perfluorooctyl iodide for the
production of perfluorooctyl bromide for the purpose of producing pharmaceutical
products, at its thirteenth ordinary meeting and at every second ordinary meeting
thereafter, the Conference of the Parties shall review the continued need for this specific
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exemption. This specific exemption shall in any case expire at the latest in 2036
