leave. It does not require much to obtain leave. If a
person alleging himself to be aggrieved by an order can
make out even a prima facie case why he should have
leave he will get it; but without leave he is not entitled to
appeal.

... I think the rule under the old Chancery practice is
perfectly well settled; and even in the winding-up of
companies with which I was once familiar, I do not
recollect a case of a person who alleged himself to be
aggrieved appealing without leave, unless he had in some
way or other made himself a party to the proceedings. I
am of opinion that the objection must prevail.”
