.................... ' There are many things which in common
colloquial English would not be called a business, when
carried on by a single person, which would be 5o called
when carried on by a number of persons. For instance, a
man who is the owner of a house divided into several
floors and used for commercial purposes, e.g. offices,
would not be said to carry on business because he let the
offices as such. But suppose a company was formed for
the purpose of buying a building, or leasing a house, to be
divided into offices and to be let out - should not we say,
if that was the cbject of the company, that the company
was cartying on business for the purpose of letting
offices? The same observation may be made as regards a
single individual buying or selling land, with this addition,
that he may make it a business, and then it is a question
of continuity. When you come to an association or
company formed for a purpose, you would say at once
that it is a business, because there you have that from
which you would infer continuity, So in the ordinary case
of investments, a man who hes money to invest, the
cbject being to obtain his income, invest his money, and
he may cccesionally sell the investments and buy others,
but he is not carrying on a business”.
