"Prior to the hearing of evidence the parties put in by
consent six medical reports which are Exhs. 1-6 before
me. 25

Exh. 1 is the report of Dr. Kyriacos Andreou at
whose clinic the Plaintiff was admitted on the date of the
accident and whose examination, according to the report,
revealed the following injuries: a compound fracture of
the right tibial condyles involving the knee joint and 30
haemarthrosis of the right knee, fracture of the lower end
of the right radius and ulna, fracture of the nose, fracture
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of the frontal sinus, a laceration over the base of the
nose, extensive bruising over the forehead and black
eyes, and concussion.

The doctor carried out "under anaesthesia
manipulation of the fractures and effected immobilisation
of the right leg in a long leg plaster (which was removed
and replaced by another plaster on 12.1.79) and of the
right wrist in a forearm plaster. The wounds of the right
leg were treated daily through a window opened on the
plaster and the Plaintiff was given intravenous fluid and
antibiotic injections.

The Plaintiff was discharged from Dr. Andreou’s clinic
on 5.2.79 attending thereafter for regular follow-up and
walking with the aid of crutches. The plaster on the wrist
and the plaster on the leg were removed on 15.2.79 and

. 23.2.79 respectively and, after the removals, the Plaintiff

was put on physiotherapy, attending again regularly for
follow-up treatment.

The fmdihgs and opinion of Dr. Andreou updn an

.assessment of the Plaintiff’s condition on 23.5.79 appear

in the said report and, due to a later joint report of Dr.
Andreou with Dr. Georghiou, Exh 3, I need not refer to
Exh. 1 in more detail.

The Plaintiff was also examined for the defence by -
Dr. Elias Georghiou on 16.9.80 whose report is before
me as Exh. 2 and whose examination, findings and
opinion appear in detail in the said report to which again
I need not refer to any greater extent.

- Turning to the joint medical report of Dr. Andreou
and Dr. Georghiou, Exh. 3, which is dated 17.11.86 and
refers to a joint examination carried out on 4.9.86, it is
there stated that the Plaintiff still feels knee aching after
prolonged kneeling or overstraining his knee and
instability when walking on rough suirfaces, whereas the
wrist injury did not cause him any special problems apart
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from occasional aching. No special treatment had been
required during the last six years.

The joint examination revealed that the Plaintiff
walked well and that there was full mobility of the knee
and of the wrist though squatting was painful, there was 5§
slight bowing when standing and anteroposterior laxity
was noted on both knees though more obvious on the

right side.

As to the nasal injury, there was deformity over the
base of the nasal bridge. X-Rays revealed that the medial 19
tibial condyle fracture had healed with some irregularity
of the articular surface and the wrist fracture had healed
satisfactorily.

The joint opinion was as follows:

“a) The nose injury, though operated at a certain 15
stage, still causes deviation over the base of the nasal
bridge.

The opinion of a specialist in the field can be of
value, to see whether anything more ¢an be done.

b) The wrist injury healed well, leaving no stiffness 20
to the joint. The aches over the joint after prolonged
heavy manual work, is a reasonable complaint.

¢) The knee injury is the worse since the Tibial
condyle fracture involves the joint. He will suffer
aching and instability after prolonged kneeling, 25
squatting and walking on rough grounds.

d) The possibility of future development of
osteoar- thritis over the knee, is present.'

Further, regarding the nasal injury, is the report of Dr. 0
Kammitsis, a Specialist Plastic Surgeon, Exh. 4, 3
according to which the Plaintiff had suffered a multiple
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fracture of the nasal bones with the result that there was
upon his examination compression of the bones with
serlous disfigurement of the nose, especially on the left
side, and very substantial limitation of breathing through
the nose. Because a substantial period of time had elapsed
since the Plaintiff was injured and the nasal bones had
reunited, Dr. Kammitsis considered that the best method
to employ in order to remedy the disfigurement would be
by bone grafting which was done. In his opinion, the
operation produced satisfactory results but, due to the
considerable pre-existing disfigurement, the Plaintiff
would have to be subjected to a further operation to
improve the aesthetic appearance of his nose. It is also
the doctor's opinion that the Plaintiff's difficuity in
breathing due to the disfigurement of the nasal diaphragm
could be corrected by a special operation.

Regarding the nasal injury, the Plaintiff was also
examined by Dr. Kourris on 21.5.80, whose report is
before me as Exh. 5, and according to which there is
disflgurement of the nose with the nasal bones depressed

- and deviated to the right, which is accentuated by the

presence of a piece of cartilage protruding from the left
side of the root of the nose. Internally there was twisting
of the cartilage from the injury; causing considerable
obstruction to the airway. Furthermore, the sense of
smell was reduced on account of the obstruction.

In the doctor's opinion the nasal injury was caus- ing
the Plaintiff a fair amount of psychological trauma in
addition to everything else and further plastic operations
were needed to correct the external disfigurement and
internal derangement of the cartilage.

The findings and opinions of Dr. Kammitsis and Dr.
Kourris are also reiterated in the report of Dr. Kontides,
which is Exh. 6 before me." :

"As for the Plaintiff's future loss of earnings, on the
evidence adduced before me I would not be prepared to
award the Plaintiff damages on the basis of specific years
of purchase and on specific and steady monthly earnings.
The Plaintiff, who graduated from a secondary school, 20
had not qualified in any respect and was not skilled in any
line of work and had worked at the flour mill for only
three weeks. As to his expected rise in income, I believe
that the evidence given to the effect that the person
employed in his place was employed at a much higher 25
salary and has got a substantial increase today, is not
reliable in the light of the fact that he has been shown to
be the son of a shareholder in the company, although I
would certainly accept that the Plaintiff's earnings would
have increased following the general line of increases in 3q
earnings over the years without being in a position to
specify, on the evidence before me, what such increase
would have been. There is no doubt, however, that due to
the injuries the Plaintiff suffered, his worth in the lebour
market, due to his curtailed ability, has fallen and he has a 35
handicap in the labour markes. I am, therefore, prepared
to awerd him a global amount for his handicap in the
labour market. Considering his age, his training and his
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injuries, I feel that an amount of £4,000 would be
adequate to compensate him for this handicap in the
labour market."”
